Under Gerhard's watchful eyes, two friends in the neighborhood joined 
forces with us during the spring of 1999 and planted identical Syrah clones 
and rootstocks on their properties. The total acreage for these vineyards is 
just below two.  
 
The three amigos, Gerhard, Roger and Steve have done it again with our 
2004 Mount George Syrah! This is our fourth vintage from these exquisite 
vineyards that surround the picturesque Mt. George, an inactive volcano 
situated northeast of downtown Napa. Gerhard’s diligent farming and 
extreme crop thinning has led to this lovely wine. The 2004’s complexity 
has won the hearts of Syrah lovers around the country.
